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 New Knowledge: 
•  In a Church there is usually a bell tower, stained glass windows, font, pews, pulpit 

and altar. 
• Barnton Christ Church is an active Anglican parish church, which is open for 

Sunday service once each week. 
• Barnton Christ Church is decorated with stained glass windows and other pieces of 

art, which depict stories from the bible. 
• Church music is music that is intended to be part of Christian worship; the organ is 

most important musical instrument in Church music. 
• Barnton Christ Church will use music and hymns as part of their collective worship 

and during services and celebrations, such as weddings. 
• Humanists have services where they sing non-religious songs together.** 
• The hymn, ‘Lord of The Dance’ tells the gospel story in the first person voice of 

Jesus, portraying his life and mission as a dance. 
• ‘See What A Morning’ is a worship song by two contemporary hymn writers for 

Easter Day. It is referred to as a resurrection hymn. 
• "How Firm a Foundation" is a Christian hymn published in 1787 by John Rippon. 

The theme of this hymn is the firm foundation that God provides to us in a turbulent 
world.
